4.	 Tell the students that these are some of the Gospel readings 
that can be used during the celebration of the Sacrament of 
the Anointing of the Sick.

5.	 Assign a reading to each group. Ask them to report back to 
the class on what the reading teaches us about caring for 
the sick.
