Drawing the Church

1. 	 Distribute paper and crayons or markers to the children.

2. 	 Explain that they are going to draw their church as it is 
decorated for a liturgical season, for example Advent, 
Christmas, Lent, or Easter. Help the children recall what  
they learned in Chapter 9. 

3. 	 Encourage the children to choose their favorite liturgical 
season. Also, invite them to include banners, candles, 
wreaths, flowers, special decorations, vestments, and 
seasonal colors in their drawings.

4. 	 When they have finished, post the drawings in clusters 
according to the seasons the drawings represent.

5. 	 Encourage the children to pay close attention to the 
seasonal colors and decorations at church and watch  
for any they may have overlooked in their drawings.
